Get the proper documents Don o6t wai t . Check your passport
at least 6 months AFTER you return from your trip. If not, you need to go ahead and renew

your passport. Take the steps to get or renew your passport, or to get a passport card (if you are
going to Mexico) even if you are not sure which trip you will go on. Be ready to go. If the

country you are traveling to requires a visa, that will take additional time after you get your
passport, so do not delay. Go to http://travel.state.gov to find applications, costs, and locations

to drop off your applications. You must appear in person to get a new passport.

Make sure you are properly immunizedi Check to be sure your tetanus, and hepititus vac-
cines are up to date. You will receive information at the initial meeting about required and rec-
ommended immunizations. You can get those immunizations through your family physician,
many pharmacies in the area, or at county Departments of Health. Check with your doctor or
the Health Department to be sure you have your shots in the recommended time frame to be
covered.
